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The current funding available for tutoring and after school enrichment is provided from a grant from Marin
Charitable in the amount of $4,000.00. This funding is available to assist foster families with tutoring and
after school enrichment costs for foster children or children in the dependency system. Since the amount is
smaller than last year, the MFPA board has imposed a cap of $500/family for this funding. If, at the end of
the year, there is still funding remaining, these families may re apply. This is to assist as many children and
families as possible. The goal of this grant is to provide foster children with the extra educational assistance they need to be
successful in school and in life. By providing funding to cover the cost of tutoring or other educational after school programs for
these children, they will receive the benefit of being able to excel in school while they are a part of the foster care system.
Funding will be distributed to foster families through an application process with the only requirements being the request is for
a foster child in need of tutoring or an after school enrichment program. Funding will be granted on a first come first served
basis with a combined monthly maximum amount of $300.00 to be distributed amongst all approved applicants. Once your
application is received, it will be submitted to the MFPA board at the monthly board meeting for approval. Once approved, re-
ceipts or an invoice for the cost of services must be submitted within one month of application approval. If you can benefit from
this financial assistance, we encourage you to apply!
