ing or other educational after school programs for these children, they will receive the benefit of being able to excel in school
while they are a part of the foster care system. Funding will be distributed to foster families through an application process with
the only requirements being the request is for a foster child in need of tutoring or an after school enrichment program. Funding
will be granted on a first come first served basis with a combined monthly maximum amount of $400.00 to be distributed
amongst all approved applicants. Once your application is received, it will be submitted to the MFPA board at the monthly
board meeting for approval. Once approved, receipts or an invoice for the cost of services must be submitted within one month
of application approval.
